Interested Public Affairs Intern candidates should possess the following:
e Demonstrated understanding of public relations principles

Solid communication skills (verbal and written)

Excellent time management skills

Strong research skills

Bilingual skills (desired, but not required)

Quialifications:

e Candidate for a bachelor’s or master’s degree in communications, public relations, marketing or related field
of study

Summer interns must commit to working 40 hours per week and spring and fall interns must commit to working
at least 10 hours per week to be considered for the program. Fall and spring internships are unpaid, but can be
done in conjunction with a course for academic credit. There is a stipend paid for summer internships as the
budget allows.
